The visitation was to give support in certain key areas: 

¶ A full day Clergy School. 

¶ The encouragement of the clergy and people of the TACZ in their mission. 

¶ Confirmation of Candidates from all parishes at Good Shepherd Church, Lusaka. 

¶ A meeting with the Diocesan Standing Committee to enable alignment with the global TAC. 

¶ The Ordination of Deacon James Tupa to the sacred Priesthood to strengthen the TACZ clergy body. 

¶ The Licencing of 48 Lay Ministers for work across the whole Diocese of Zambia. 
 

This was a long overdue visit. Since the unfortunate death of Bishop Andrew Mukuyamba during Covid-19, there 

had not been an episcopal visitation, and so there was much to do.

¶ The Necessity of Theological Training. - + Stephen, including an introduction to Holy Spirit Seminary 

¶ Normative use of the BCP ï Metropolitan Uniformity. - +Michael  

¶ Time was set aside for private use of the Sacrament of Confession. +Michael and +Stephen 

¶ Small group discussions led by the Bishops.
